L Regerroir Breaks in Rhode Island and
Three People Lose Their Lives—

Farmers Paalc Strickeu

SAX FRASCISCO, Aug. 26 —The steamer
Oceanic arrived to-day from Hong Kong
and Yokohoma with further details of the
bursting of the Yellow river embankments
n the province of Shan Tung July 22. Tbe
tateof destruction is wide-spread. The

breach in the river is 2,000 feet in length.
A dispatch from Chi Foo states that the
number of persons drowned was too great
to be counted. It is feared that many
more of tbe districts in the low lying coun-
try south will suffer a similar fate.

The latest advices concerning the earth-
quake at Kumamota state that fifty-three
shocks have been experienced, and contin-
ued to be felt The inhabitants are sleep-
ng in the open air.

The Reservoir Burst.
PROVIDENCE, R. L, Aug. 26.—The

Spring Lake reservoir at Fiskville, in the
southwest corner of Cranston, about fif-
teen miles from the city, which supplies
the whole row of mill villages along the
Pautucket river, burst yesterday after-
noon. Down in the valley Mrs. Greene
Tew, aged sixty, Mrs. Hawkins, aged
ninety, and Mrs. Tew's son, seven years
old, were walking through a strip of woods
and were overtaken by tbe flood and
drowned. The bodies were found in the
woods through which the water ran until
it emptied into the Pautucket
river. The river rose rapidly
and caused considerable alarm among
the people who live on the banks, who
thought that the Pongassette reservoir, the
largest in the state, had gone. Many of
them had left their homes but the flood
subsided as rapidly as it bad come. The
path of the water from the reservoir was
through a thinly settled country and the
only damaged property was that of a stable
and the demolishing of three road bridges.

Tbe cause of the bursting of the dam is
believed to be that a spring existed under
the middle of the dam and the builders
did not take sufficient precautions to choke
this spring and it undermined the dam.
Earl Dodge, aged nine, v.-as with the party
who were overtaken and drowned, but he
escaped with bruises by clinging to a tree.
