Joseph and Nancy Fenn, and was born
at Tallmadge, Summit county, OlilD,
April 25, 1834, and was united in mar-
riage to the late Col. W. F. Sanders,
Oct. 27, 1858, and of the union five chil'
dren were born, three of whom, James
U. Sanders, Wilbur B. Sanders and
Louise P. Sanders, the latter two of
Butte, and the fbrmer of Helena, still
survive.

The departed made the memorable
trip overland to the,Treasure state with
Jier husband and her two sons, W. F.
and James U. Sanders, arriving In Ban-
nack, Sept. 17, 1S63. During her late
husband's Illustrious career she was
constantly at his side, lending him her
