"Those who travel the road of
privilegfc, if they arc put in charge
of the veterans' bureau with the
solemn duty to carry out the oath
the nation swore at the tomb of
the "Unknown Soldier," he said,
'cannot, to save their souls, keep
their fingers out of the nation's
pocket. The veterans of. this coun-
try stand' by shamc-facedly while
the bounty which congress has pro-
vided for them goes to the enrich-
ment of Charles R. Forbes and his
associates."

"Of the rate of travel," he said,
"there is hot much advantage in a
straight and clear highway, if you
simply go and sit down by the
roadside and keep cool,." and he
declared that a f ter 18 months of
investigation, a report on the rate
of sugar duty had laid for two
months on the table of the presi-
dent.

At Charleston, earlier in the day
Mr. Davis told the people of his
native state that it would be his
ambition, if elected president, to
give the American people a govern-
ment "honest from top to bottom,'
in which the laboring man, the far -
mer and consumer would all fee
they were being treated on an equa
basis.

descends from the mountains and
crashes the tables into the scene of
idolatry- The golden calf Is reduced
to dust by the bolts from heaven.
Follows then the modern story of
the worship by a young couple of
the golden calf.
